The internationally renowned
goat cheeses produced in Fuerteventu-
ra have been awarded the highest "Gol-
den Cheese Award" for five consecutive
years. At the end of our tour, we'll enjoy a
tasting of this famous delicacy. We'll then
continue on to the small village of Tisca-
manita to visit a cosmetics producer who
uses aloe vera, one of the most prominent
crops on the island. You'll learn everything
you'll need to know about this surprising
plant. Lastly, we'll experience Betancuria,
the island’s first colony and former capi-
tal. French explorer Jean de Béthencourt
founded Betancuria at the beginning of
the 15" century. He chose the area within
the valley to be protected from pirate at-
tacks. Despite his strategy, pirates razed
the village in 1593.

TIMANFAYA NATIONAL PARK
LENGTH: 4.5 hours

Timanfaya National Park, which occupies
25% of the island, is an amazingly surreal
place to visit. The Fire Mountains in the
park possess a singular beauty. Before the
eruptions, this area contained vast, fertile
grounds. Today, the zone is covered with
lava, ash, and dust. We'll enjoy a panoramic
tour of the park to see as much of the chan-
ging landscape as possible before reaching
the Islote de Hilario.

LENGTH: 4 hours

ACRE
LENGTH: 4 hours

We'll set off on a visit to Acre (Saint John
of Acre), headquarters of the Knights Hos-
pitaller during Crusades in the Holy Land.
The old city of Acre, a UNESCO world he-
ritage site, is home to many remarkable
sites, such as ruins from the Greco-Roman
period as well as from the time of the Cru-
sades and the Ottoman Empire. Its fascina-
ting historical heritage where East meets
West and the unigue ruins of the different
cultures make it one of the most important
cities of the ancient world.

GALILEE AND LAKE TIBERIAS
LENGTH: 9 hours (4-hour transfer)

We'll set off by coach for our excursion to
Galilee and Lake Tiberias, a freshwater lake
known also as the Sea of Galilee or Kinneret
in Hebrew. The excursion will first take you
to Cana (or Kafr Cana), where Jesus per-
formed the miracle of transforming water
into wine. We'll continue on to the Mount of
Beatitudes, from where there are wonder-
ful views of Lake Tiberias. You will also visit
the Church of the Beatitudes, Tabgha, the
Church of the Multiplication of the Loaves
and Fishes as well as the Church of the Pri-
macy of St Peter. We'll continue to Caper-
naum, which was the base camp for Jesus
during his Galilean ministry. It was here that
he was said to have preached to the syna-
gogue and healed the sick, and where he
chose his first four disciples Peter, Andrew,
James and John from among the local
fishermen. We'll visit the Synagogue and
the house of St Peter, of which only ruins
remain and where Jesus was said to have i-
ved. Next we'll travel to Jordan where Jesus
was baptised by John the Baptist.

JERUSALEM AND BETHLEHEM®
LENGTH: 12.5 hours

We'll set off from the port of Haifa and tra-
vel through the Judea Mountains and the
entrance to the valley which was besieged
during the 1948 War of Independence. In
Jerusalem, you will visit the Mount of Olives
and the Church of Gethsemane, where Je-
sus Christ was betrayed by Judas Iscariot
and captured by the Romans. In the af-
ternoon you will have a discovery tour of
Bethlehem, City of David and Jacob, and
the famous Church of the Nativity. We'll
return to Jerusalem for a discovery tour of
the Old Town. First you will visit the colorful
markets before we reach the Church of the
Holy Sepulchre. The tour then continues

along the Via Dolorosa to the Wailing Wall,
the most sacred place of worship for Jews.

Jesus Christ ate the Last Supper with his
disciples, which inspired the Cenacle. In the
middle of the day, there will be a stop in a
local restaurant for lunch.

MASADA AND THE DEAD SEA
LENGTH: 12 hours

Masada is one of Israel's most popular tou-
rist destinations. The breathtaking, strate-
gic location is a UNESCO World Heritage
Site and a symbol of heroism and impor-
tance within Jewish culture. When Israel
began its great revolt against Rome in 68
AD, the site became a stronghold for Jewi-
sh rebels. The Romans besieged Masada in
the year 72. Rather than be taken alive by
their adversaries, the population of Masada
chose to die by suicide. After our stirring
visit to this important historical site, we will
continue to the Dead Sea for lunch and an
afternoon at the side of the pool or in the
sea’s beneficial waters and muds.

MEDIEVAL BYZANTINE
CASTLE OF LIMASSOL
LENGTH: 3 hours

We'll set off for a guided visit of the medie-
val Byzantine castle of Limassol. You will
see the castle and its shady gardens. The
current building, dating from the 13th cen-
tury, was built on top of the ruins of a By-
zantine castle and has been restored and
destroyed many times during the history
of Cyprus. The Venetians demolished it, the
Ottomans turned it into a military building
and the British used it as a colonial prison.
Today it houses the medieval museum of
Cyprus, with exhibits such as Ottoman pot-
tery, medieval armor and everyday objects
from the Byzantine era. The reception hall
of the castle was where Richard the Lion-
heart, king of England, married Berangaria
of Navarre in 1191. In addition, he proclai-
med himself to be the king of Cyprus in this
very hall and made his wife the queen of
England. There will then be some free time
in the old town. You can wander through
the historic centre, along the pedestria-
nised shopping streets, the Turkish zone
which has had some major renovation
work and the castle which is now surroun-
ded by a pedestrian area. Return on board.

NAZARETH

LENGTH: 5 hours

We'll set off for our guided visit to Nazareth.
There will be a discovery tour of Nazareth, tra-
velling through the lovely hills of Upper Galilee
and the historic Jezreel Valley until you reach
the spot where the Angel Gabriel told the Virgin
Mary that she would give birth to the Messiah.
We'll visit the Church of the Annunciation, the
largest Catholic church in the Middle East and
one of the holiest shrines in the Christian world.
We'll continue to the Greek Orthodox Church
of St Gabriel, where the water from an under-
ground spring flows into the adjacent Mary's
Well which you will also see. Then welll visit St
Joseph's Church, built in 1914 on the very spot
believed to be the workshop of Joseph the
carpenter.

LENGTH: 4 hours

Nicosia is the capital city of Cyprus and its lar-
gest metropalis. We'll visit the former Cathe-
dral of Saint Sophia, the coronation church
for the Lusignan kings of Cyprus, which was
converted into the Selimiye Mosque in the
16" century. We'll then visit Buyuk Han, the
largest caravanserai of Cyprus considered
to be one of the finest buildings on the
island. Afterwards, we'll take a stroll in the
traditional pedestrian neighborhood of Laiki
Geitonia. Its charm lies in its lovely alleys and
typical houses from the 18" century. We'll
get to taste local products during our visit.
Passport is mandatory.

PAPHOS

LENGTH: 5 hours

Welll leave from Limassol by coach and
head towards Paphos. On our way, well
stop off at Rotsa tou kalamara, also known
as Aphrodite’s Rock, a popular attraction
because its status in mythology as her bir-
thplace. We'll then continue on to Paphos,
visiting two major sites in the Kato Pafos
Archaeological Park. The first are the im-
pressive, underground tombs dating back
to the 4" century BC. Because of their
beauty and importance, they are listed
as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Welll
also visit several restored Roman villas, in-
cluding the Houses of Dionysus, Theseus,
and Aion. Afterwards, we'll continue on to
the coastal town of Yeroskipou and visit
a Loukoum (Turkish Delight) factory for
atasting.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

BERAT AND APOLLONIA
LENGTH: 10 hours (4.5-hour transfer)

Berat is one of the highlights when visi-
ting Albania, whose most striking feature
is the white houses climbing up the hill to
its castle. The centre of Berat is listed as a
UNESCO World Heritage Site and contains
rare examples of Ottoman-style architec-
ture. The old quarter contains lovely en-
sembles of whitewashed walls, tiled roofs
and cobblestone roads. We'll enjoy lunch
during our excursion and then continue
on to the largest archaeological site in Al-
bania: Apollonia. Apollonia was founded in
588 BC by Greek colonists from Corfu and
Corinth. The city flourished during Roman
rule and was home to a renowned school
of philosophy. Julius Caesar rewarded
Apollonia with the status of “free city” for
supporting him during the Great Roman
Civil War. The future Emperor Augustus
completed his studies here.

BUTRINT

LENGTH: 4 hours (1.70-hour transfer)

For this excursion, we'll leave Saranda and
head inland, crossing the Bistricé River
and the vast Vrina Plain before arriving
at the salt lagoon known as Lake Butrint.
We'll visit the UNESCO World Heritage site
of Butrint, once part of the Greek and Ro-
man colonies. Inhabited since prehistoric
times, the city experienced a great period
of prosperity under Byzantine rule. The
first modern archaeological excavations
began in 1928 when Benito Mussolini
sent an expedition to extend ltalian do-
minance into the area. The excavations,
which continued through 1943, uncove-
red the Hellenistic and Roman part of the
ancient city including the “Lion Gate” and
the “Scaean Gate”. The major ruin from the
paleo-Christian era is the baptistery, an
ancient Roman monument adapted to the
cultural needs of Christianity.

CORFU AND ACHILLEION
LENGTH: 3.5 hours

We'll depart by coach with our guides to
visit the sights of the island of Corfu. First

of all you will visit the Achilleion Palace,
built between 1889 and 1891 following
the orders of Empress Elisabeth (better
known as “Sissi”) in honor of her favorite
Greek hero, Achilles. The visit will continue
by coach through the Kanoni peninsula,
an extraordinarily beautiful site. You will
be able to admire an unforgettable view
where all the shades of blue and green
mingle, in the sky, the sea and the na-
ture of Corfu. Off the coast of Kanoni is
an island on which stands the Viacherna
monastery and the famous Pontikonissi
Island (Mouse Island), with the Church of
Pantokrator. The visit will end with a walk-
ing tour down the winding streets in the is-
land’s capital, Corfu City, whose Old Town
developed in a confined space, between
two fortresses and encircled by ramparts.
You will visit St Spyridon church, the city's
most famous monument built at the end
of the 16" century and whose interior will
stun you with the splendor of its Byzantine
icons.

DUBROVNIK

LENGTH: 3.75 hours

We'll visit the Dominican Friary, its lovely
Gothic cloister, and its extraordinary mu-
seum of religious art - with several va-
luable paintings, including a triptych by
Nikola Bozidarevic depicting Dubrovnik
before the great earthquake of 1667. We'll
then see the Rector's Palace, once the
seat of the government and now a mu-
seum housing furniture, portraits, coats
of arms, paintings, coins, and the original
keys to the city gates. We'll also visit the
cathedral which keeps in its core gold and
silver religuaries as well as paintings from
Titian's workshop, before moving on to the
Onofrio Fountains and Sponza Palace, a
superb Gothic-Renaissance structure.

GJIROKASTER

LENGTH: 5 hours (3-hour transfer)

Join us for an excursion to Gjirokastér, one
of the most beautiful sites in Albania. Its
castle, which is undoubtedly one of the
most magnificent structures in Gjirokaster,
sits on a rocky bluff with the city stretching

out around it. This “City of Stone” is also
comprised of hundreds of Ottoman-style
tower homes with distinctive stone roofs,
wooden balconies, and whitewashed stone
walls. We'll visit the castle and the National
Museum of Armaments located inside,
which houses various arms from the neo-
lithic period to World War II. We'll also enjoy
a tasting of some local products.

STARI BAR

LENGTH: 3 hours

Stari Bar, meaning “Old Bar," is located a
few miles from the newer city of Bar at the
foot of Mount Rumija. Although Stari Bar
was abandoned after the 1979 earthquake
because the aqueduct that supplied water
to the town was damaged, it was restored
some years later and the population be-
gan to return. The walls along Stari Bar
contain some fascinating ruins, including
the foundations of St. George Cathedral,
the Church of St. John, and the Church of
St. Verenada. Enjoy some free time to stroll
about the town on your own.

TIRANA

LENGTH: 5 hours (3-hour transfer)

WEe'll hit the road for Tirana. We'll first vi-
sit the National History Museum, which
takes you chronologically from ancient
lllyria to the post-communist era. After our
visit, we'll set out on foot for Skanderbeg
Square, the city centre surrounded by
important government buildings, as well
as the historic Ethem Bey Mosque (the
mosque is currently closed for renova-
tions; the initial visit to this site will be
replaced by a tour of the Blloku area).
Once the area where the communist elite
resided, it is now an upscale location for di-
ning, shopping, and entertainment. Blloku
is also well-known for its colorful, some-
times garish facades that contrast with
the gray Soviet-era buildings. The simple,
three-story former residence of Enver Halil
Hoxha, head of Albania for over 40 years,
can still be seen on Ismail Qemali Street.

CLASSIC EXCURSIONS

SAINT CATHERINE’S EASTERN
ORTHODOX MONASTERY
LENGTH: 9,5 hours

We'll leave early in the morning for a
visit to one of the most important Chris-
tian sites in the area, Saint Catherine’s
Monastery. The age-old monastery sits
where the Church believes God revealed
himself to Moses as a burning bush and
where Moses later received the Ten
Commandments. Catherine of Alexan-
dria was an educated woman who
converted to Christianity at 14. Roman
Emperor Maxentius put her to death
just four years later. Our visit begins at
the magnificent art-filled Basilica of the
Transfiguration and includes the site of
the original Chapel of the Holy Bush, the
stunning gallery of icons, and the Well of
Moses. We'll enjoy lunch at a restaurant
and return to Sharm El-Sheikh by coach.
Egyptian authorities may decide unexpectedly
to limit access to Sinai.

PETRA
LENGTH: 10 hours

Petra is unquestionably one of the greatest
marvels ever sculpted by both Mother Na-
ture and humankind. The area was settled
as early as 7000 BC. Petra is also known as
the “Red Rose City” because of the stone
from which it is carved. We'll visit this incre-
dible UNESCO World Heritage Site to take
in its ancient wonders hidden within the
mountains that have protected them for so
long. From the dramatic, narrow passage
known as the Sig to Al Khazneh, its most
elaborate ruin, this excursion to one of the
Seven Modern Wonders of the World will
take your breath away. We'll have lunch in
a local restaurant. This excursion requires
physical efforts, including walking long dis-
tances on uneven and steep terrain.

THE SEAFLOOR IN NAAMA BAY
LENGTH: 2.5 hours

We'll set out from the harbor in Sharm
El-Sheikh for the magnificent seaside
area of Naama Bay, an enormous natural
inlet known for its beautiful diving sites.
The golden sand beaches lined with
palm trees are the ideal place to relax,

sunbathe, swim, or just veg out. You'll
begin this excursion at the Hilton Resort,
where you'll board a glass-bottom boat
and cast off to observe the beautiful
marine life found in the Red Sea. You'll
have a great view of the coral reefs and
tropical fish of all sizes while the ship's
captain talks about each species and
the environment you see under your
feet. From the top deck, you can take in
the magnificent views of Naama Bay and
mountains that surround the station as
you enjoy a refreshing drink.

THE VALLEY OF THE KINGS
AND THE KARNAK TEMPLE

COMPLEX

LENGTH: 15 hours

We'll leave for a full-day excursion to
Thebes, the ancient capital of the Pha-
raohs: You'll discover Luxor and the Valley
of the Kings. The Valley of the Kings is one
of ancient Egypt’s top tourist destinations.
Located in a deep valley just 2 km from
the edge of the plain, the site contains
over sixty tombs. Only the openings dot-
ting the face of the cliff remain as tell-tale
signs of the tombs below. This valley is one
of the main complexes of the Ancient The-
ban Necropolis, located on the left bank
of the Nile, directly across from the city
of Luxor. It was here, in this setting, that
the Pharaohs awaited immortality in their
sarcophagi. Further along, dominating the
eastern bank, the 18-meter-high Colossi
of Memnon—faceless effigies sitting on
a throne—are the ruins of the mortuary
temple of Amenhotep Ill. Our afternoon
will be spent visiting the Karnak Temple
Complex. Connected to Luxor by a cor-
ridor of ram-headed sphinxes, this gran-
diose site dedicated to the god Amun,
was continuously expanded for 1500
years. At the heart of this site stands the
colossal Precinct of Amun-Re, enclosing a
sacred lake that was used by priests in a
purification ceremony before performing
rituals in the temple. An important place
of worship, it contains the Great Hypostyle
Hall, a spectacular forest of gigantic co-
lumns.

HEALTH FORMALITIES

This safari-cruise is not recommended
for persons with reduced mobility.

Summers (October to April) are hot
during the day with thunderstorms in the
afternoon or evening, and nights are cool.
In the Kasane, Lake Kariba and Victoria
Falls areas, the climate is semi-arid. Winters
(May to October) are the dry season; days
are hot and sunny, and nights are cool or
even cold. Summers (November to Apri)
can be rainy and temperatures are hot.

Cape Town enjoys a Mediterranean cli-
mate. Winters (May to August) are mild
(16°C/62°F) and summers (September to
April) are warm and dry, with tempera-
tures averaging 28°C/82°F.

Our excursions

Core program

SIEM REAP
» The Beng Mealea Temple

Isolated from the touristy spots, it is one of
the few temples to have remained intact
since it was first discovered. Built between
M2 and 1152, it is said to have served as
an inspiration for the construction of the
Angkor Wat temple complex.

» The Jewels of Angkor

WEe'll leave for an early visit of Ta Prohm,
an 1186 Cambodian temple dedicated to
the family of Jayavarman VII. We'll then
explore Angkor Thom, a vast architec-
tural complex which can be accessed
through five gates. At its centre is the mo-
numental temple of Bayon—famous for
its towers and 172 faces of Avalokitesvara.
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Stroll through the grounds of the former
Royal Palace. Discover the Terrace of the
Elephants and the Terrace of the Leper
King. After lunch in town, we'll visit the
Senteurs d’Angkor: a diverse collection
of silk and carvings, as well as a superb
range of traditional beauty products and
spices, all made locally. We'll also visit the
silk weaving workshops and discover the
traditional weaving techniques that are
still being used today.

» Angkor Wat temple complex
The epitome of Khmer architectural art,
Angkor Wat is the largest religious mo-
nument in the world and an architectural
masterpiece.

KAMPONG CHHNANG

Kampong Chhnang is one of the largest
fishing ports. The region is best known for
its particularly archaic pottery that can be

found throughout the country. We'll taste
some of the local products.

KAMPONG TRALACH,
KOH CHEN AND TUK-TUK
TOUR INPHNOM PENH

We will set out to visit the beautiful Vihara
at the Wat Kampong Tralach Leu pagoda.
To access the pagoda we need to cross
the village of Kampong Tralach in ox carts.
The Vihara was built at the beginning of
the last century and still has its splendid
murals. Totally hidden among the rice
fields, it's a little-visited, modest pagoda
whose complete isolation makes the site
even more fascinating. After our excur-
sion, we'll return on board and cast off as
you sit down to lunch. Once we arrive in
Koh Chen, you can explore this small vil-
lage where craftspeople specialize in silver
and copper work and where ornaments
used in traditional ceremonies at the



pagoda or for marriages are fashioned.
After returning on board, we'll spend the
afternoon cruising towards Phnom Penh,
arriving in the early evening. Enjoy a brief
tour of the area by “tuk-tuk’'the easiest
way to get around the city. We'll return to
the ship and enjoy a performance of clas-
sical Khmer dancing and music.

PHNOM PENH

Founded in 1434, Phnom Penh still retains
a good deal of its charm from the French
colonial period. We'll enjoy a tour of the fa-
bulous Royal Palace. We will then visit the
Silver Pagoda, which is inlaid with more
than 5,000 silver tiles and contains hidden
treasures. Onward to visit the National Mu-
seum, which houses the Museum of Fine
Arts, built in 1917 by the French but using
the traditional Khmer style. . After lunch in
town, you can pay a visit to the Tuol Svay
Prey School, a former detention, torture,
and execution centre run by the Khmer
Rouge during the civil war. Afterwards, en-
joy some free time at the market.

CHAUDOC

Located on the border between Cambo-
dia and Vietnam, Chau Doc became part
of Vietnam 300 vyears ago. The town sits
among a giant patchwork of rice fields
along the Mekong River. The now-pros-
perous area has developed around fish
and fish farming. The town is a busy, lively
place with few tourists and several char-
ming colonial buildings. The market is the
nerve centre of Chau Doc. We'll pay a visit
to the Ba Chua Xu Temple and the Tay An
Pagoda.

SA DEC

We'll discover the local market and visit the
former house of Huynh Thuy Le, the man
who Marguerite Duras based her book

The Lover on. In colonial times, Sa Dec
was known as the “Garden of Cochinchi-
na” because of its famous floral gardens.
We'll have lunch on board and cruise to
Vinh Long, located in the middle of the
delta. Hundreds of small boats abound
between houses built on stilts. We'll set
out in smaller boats and travel through ca-
nals and orchards before arriving in Cai Be.
We'll discover a brick and pottery factory
as well as a traditional factory producing
puffed rice, rice-paper wrappers and rice
alcohol.

MY THO

We visit the islands close to My Tho. They
are famous for their vast orchards and
fruit gardens. The surrounding country-
side makes up one the most luxurious
cultivated areas in Vietnam. On one of the
largest islands, Thoi Son, we'll visit a bee
farm and enjoy some honey tea and exo-
tic fruit. We'll then take a ride in small sam-
pans along the canal lined with mangrove
palms and have a glimpse of villagers
going about their daily life.

HO-CHI-MINH CITY
(SAIGON)

e Full day

Ho6-Chi-Minh City was heavily influenced
by French colonialism in the 19 century.
It is now the largest port in Vietnam. We'll
enjoy a tour of the city to see the Reuni-
fication Palace, Notre Dame Cathedral,
and the Saigon Central Post Office, and
visit the Museum of Vietnamese History.
Lunch will be served on board. In the af-
ternoon, we'll leave by coach for the Cu
Chi tunnels, an immense network of un-
derground tunnels that were the location
of several military campaigns during the
Vietnam War.

Passengers should contact their Embas-
sy or Consulate to ensure any essential
paperwork is obtained before travelling.

HEALTH FORMALITIES

These cruises and tours are not recom-
mended for persons with reduced mobi-
lity. They require good physical health.

CLIMATE

The dry season lasts from November to
April, but the air remains humid (tempera-
ture: 77°to 95°F). The “green season’, from
May to October, can present very strong
but brief storms that generally take place
at the end of the afternoon.

During your extended stay in Northern
Vietnam, from December to late March,
the weather can go from chilly to cold,
especially in Hanoi and Halong Bay. We
recommend bringing a sweater, a fleece
jacket and a windbreaker.

HANOI

We'll spend the day on a guided tour of
the capital, visiting the outside of the his-
toric Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum on Ba Dinh
Square, Ho Chi Minh’s humble stilt house
behind the mausoleum, and the unique
One Pillar Pagoda Buddhist temple. We'll
visit the Temple of Literature, built in 1070
and dedicated to Confucius. The temple
also hosts the Imperial Academy, Viet-
nam’s first national university. After lunch
in town, we'll discover the old quarter of
the city, also known as the “36 Streets,” by
pedi-cab or electric mini-bus (depending
on availability). We'll have a tour of the
local “Embassy Row” with its French colo-
nial-style architecture. In the evening, wel'll
watch a traditional water puppetry show
and have dinner in the city.

HALONG BAY CRUISE

We'll leave Hanoi early in the morning for
Halong Bay (approx. 3.5 hours travel time).
We'll be welcomed aboard a 4-anchor
boat and begin our cruise to discover the
thousands of various limestone islands
dotting the emerald-colored bay. We'll
enjoy dinner on board. The next day, after
a Tai Chi class on deck, we'll continue our
cruise through the bay, discovering more
of its extraordinary scenery and visiting
one of the largest caves.

« The itinerary, stopovers, and excursions
can be modified by the cruise company
and our on-site representatives if nee-
ded.

Our excursions

Core program

ASWAN: DAM & PHILAE
TEMPLE COMPLEX

Discover the Aswan Dam, one of the lar-
gest dams in the world which tames the
Nile River and provides electricity to the
country. We'll then visit the Philae Temple
Complex: after the dam was finished in
1902, the temple complex was partially
submerged, so in 1960, UNESCO started
a project to save the buildings. In the long
run, every building was dismantled into
units and then transported to this nearby
island for reconstruction. The most an-
cient temple is dedicated to Isis and dates
back to 380 BC. In the afternoon, we'll
board small local boats and enjoy a ride
on the Nile, between the granite islands
and the natural reserve, passing close to
Elephantine Island. To finish, we'll stop on
Mango Island where you will enjoy an En-
glish tea-time in an enchanting setting.
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EDFU: TEMPLE OF HORUS

We'll leave in horse-drawn carriages to
visit the Temple of Horus. Built between
237 and 57 BC, this temple is one of the
best-preserved ancient monuments in
Egypt. It was excavated in the mid-19™
century after being buried under sand
and rubble for hundreds of years.

KOM OMBO TEMPLE

We'll visit the Temple of Kom Ombo, de-
dicated to the gods Sobek (the crocodile
god), Haroeris (‘Horus the Elder”), Tase-
netnofret (the Good Sister), and Panebtawy
(Lord of the Two Lands). By the late 1800s,
much of the temple had been either des-
troyed by earthquakes, the waters of the
Nile, or builders who took the stone for
other projects. It was cleaned and restored
by Jacques de Morgan in 1893. The temple
is unique because its dual design shows
that there were courts, halls, sanctuaries,
and rooms duplicated for two sets of gods.

LUXOR: KARNAK TEMPLE

We'll visit the Karnak Temple Complex,
once one of the largest and most impor-
tant religious complexes in ancient Egypt.
The immense size of Karnak, as well as
its various details, makes it an invaluable

historical site and resource for understan-
ding the evolution of ancient Egypt.

LUXOR: MORTUARY TEMPLE OF
HATSHEPSUT &HARPER’S TOMB

First, we'll visit the Mortuary Temple of
Hatshepsut, the only woman who reigned
over Egypt. We'll then visit “The Harper's
Tomb,” one of the most famous in the val-
ley. Tomb KV11is the tomb of Pharaoh Ra-
messes lll, one of the last great monarchs
in ancient Egypt.

LUXOR: VALLEY OF THE
KINGS & LUXOR TEMPLE

Join us for a visit to the Valley of the
Kings and four of its tombs, including the
longest and deepest of royal tombs built
for Seti |. It was also the first tomb to fea-
ture decorations on every passageway
and chambers with highly refined bas-re-
liefs and colorful paintings. We'll also stop
for a photo op at the Colossi of Memnon.
In the afternoon, we'll tour the Luxor
Temple, a strikingly graceful monument
in the heart of the modern town. Its main
function was during the annual Opet cele-
brations, when the statues of Amun, Mut,
and Khonsu were reunited during the
inundation of the river.



ABU SIMBEL TEMPLES

We'll leave for the Abu Simbel archaeo-
logical site in the morning. Discovering
these amazing rock temples is one of the
highlights of a trip to Egypt. Located about
140 miles (230 km and three hours driving
time) southwest of Aswan, the complex
is in the heart of the desert, at the border
with Sudan, and is the most impressive
imprint left by Ramesses Il. Through an
extraordinary effort, the complex was re-
located inits entirety in 1968 in order to es-
cape the waters during the creation of the
dam and Lake Nasser. The twin temples
were carved out of the original mountain-
side and serve as a lasting monument to
the pharaoh and his queen, Nefertari. We'll
return to the ship in the afternoon before
our ship begins to cruise once again.

The Egyptian authorities may decide unexpec-
tedly to change the opening hours of the road
to Abu Simbel.

FLIGHT OVER THE NILE VALLEY
INAHOT AIRBALLOON

Discover from the air this open-air museum!
In a hot air balloon, enjoy the magnificent
view of Thebes and the Nile Valley, and
admire the sun rise above one of the most
important archaeological sites in the world.
The flight will take place at sunrise or at dusk.
Subject to favorable weather conditions. This
excursion can only be booked on board.

SOUND & LIGHT SHOW
AT THE KARNAK TEMPLE

COMPLEX

Discover the history of Egypt and its Pha-
raohs during this magnificent Sound and
Light show at the Karnak Temple. This ex-
perience will start with a walk through the
famous site, which is brilliantly illuminated,

to join the shores of the sacred lake. Then
you'll relive the history of Egypt thanks to
the spectacular and breathtaking show as
well as the different colorful rays that set
the temple alight.

CAIRO: CITADEL, MOSQUE
OF MUHAMMAD ALI PASHA,
HANGING CHURCH & BEN
EZRA SYNAGOGUE

Join us for a visit of the Cairo Citadel. It was
built between 1176 and 1207 by Saladin to
protect the city from the Crusaders and
ens ure the supremacy of its army. This
fortification offers a panoramic view on
the city, including the pyramids in Gaza, if
the sky is clear. Then, we'll visit the Great
Mosque of Muhammad Ali Pasha, the
viceroy of Egypt regarded as the foun-
der of modern Egypt in 1830. It was built
with minarets and gathers all traditional
characteristics of Cairo architecture from
the Mamluk to the late Ottoman period.
We'll then visit the Hanging Church, the
oldest church in Egypt, built on top of the
ruins of the Babylon ,Fortress. We'll also
visit Saints Sergius and Bacchus Church
and Ben Ezra Synagogue, the oldest sy-
nagogue in Egypt which mixes Christian,
Islamic and Jewish architectures.

SAQQARA, PYRAMID OF TETI,
GREAT PYRAMID OF GIZA
& MUSEUM

We'll visit Saggara, the former necropolis
for the Ancient Egyptian capital which
forms the largest group of Egyptian tombs
of that era. The oldest tombstone of the
necropolis dates back to the reign of Hor-

CLIMATE

The climates vary from region to region.
Cairo and its surroundings are considered
semi-arid, while the south is a desert cli-
mate.

Spring is brief in Egypt, and summer
arrives quickly between March and
May. Temperatures can change swiftly
between 68° and 95°F (20° and 35° O)
over a full day.

From the end of September to the end of
November, temperatures vary between
77°and 95° F (25° to 35° O) from the north
to the south of the country, with the sun
still shining brightly. In the winter months—
from December to the end of February—
we recommend a warm coat for Cairo,
although Luxor and Aswan usually remain
balmy.

THE NILE

For the safety of our passengers, the cap-
tain and crew of the boat may decide to
modify the navigational itinerary.

EXCURSIONS

« The excursions may be modified or re-
versed for technical requirements or in
case of cultural events.. Please note that
Egyptian authorities can unexpectedly
close certain sites or museums. If this oc-
curs, we will propose an alternative.

Aha, the second pharaoh of the First Dy-
nasty of Egypt. We'll visit the Pyramid of
Teti, the first pharaoh of the Sixth dynasty
of Egypt whose sarcophagus still lies in the
pyramid. In the afternoon, we'll discover
the Great Pyramid of Giza, the oldest of
the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World,
and the only one to have remained largely
intact.

WITH CROISIEUROPE AMERICA

By signing our reservation form or making your deposit, you signify your agreement with the following
terms and conditions on behalf of yourself and the other members of your traveling party. These terms
and conditions form an agreement between you and CroisiEurope America Corp, a Florida corporation,
which is the general sales agent for the cruise line, Alsace Croisieres, SAS, a French company.

1. BROCHURE: This brochure offers a selection of cruises, but
our offer is not limited to the cruises selected. Cruises or pro-
visions not included in our website or brochure are subject to
the same terms and conditions. The information published in
our brochure concerning timetables, itineraries and hotel and
ship facilities were correct at the time the brochure was publi-
shed but may be subject to later modifications. In such cases,
you will be advised of any such modifications at the booking
stage. Maps, photographs and illustrations are provided
purely for guidance purposes and are not contractual.

2. PARTIES: In these terms and conditions “you" refers to the
person booking, purchasing or traveling on the cruise or
others traveling on the same reservation. “CroisiEurope”, “we”
or “us” refer to CroisiEurope America Corp or the cruise line,
Alsace Croisieres, SA, or both companies, as applicable .
“Cruise Line” refers to Alsace Croisieres, SA. The Cruise Line
uses the brand CroisiEurope.

3. TRIP PROTECTION OFFER AND WARNING: We strongly
recommend that you purchase trip cancellation and medical
insurance. We will provide the insurance applications along
with the trip confirmation. Any questions about what travel
insurance does or does not cover should be addressed direc-
tly to the travel insurance company. If you decline insurance
coverage, you will personally assume full responsibility for
any financial loss associated with your travel arrangements,
and you could lose your travel investment and/or have to pay
more money to correct the situation. Medicare and most
other government-issued health insurance do NOT cover
medical expenses while abroad.

4. VALIDITY: The brochure is valid from 01/1/2023 to
12/31/2023.

5. PRICES: Our prices are indicated in US dollars ($), and they
are given per person and based on a double cabin. They are
calculated at an all-inclusive rate including services descri-
bed in the programs and reserved by the customer, but they
exclude services that you reserve and pay for on board and
other costs occasioned by a fortuitous event such as a strike,
riot, revolution, weather conditions, or water levels. The
prices depend on various factors involved in their calculation
such as the cost of transportation, cost of loading and unloa-
ding, port costs, fuel costs, royalties and other taxes, and
remain subjected to revision. Therefore, we reserve the right
to change our prices in the event of variations in exchange
rates, the cost of fuel, economic conditions, or any other
service provision mentioned in the programs. In the event
that we are forced to adjust any prices, the difference either
up or down will be collected or refunded on the date they
become due or with final payment. In any case, no price
change will be made within 30 days before departure. The
cost of visas and optional excursions are subject to modifica-
tion at any time without prior notice by the competent
authorities, and in this case, will be passed on in full to you.
For the cruises on the Mekong and other programs, prices
are based on the number of participants. Consequently,
prices are subject to change, and these changes will be
passed along to you. All services charges on board the boats
must be paid on board, before you disembark.

6. TRAVEL DURATION AND ACCOMMODATION: Durations
shown do not match with the number of days spent at the
destination, but with the entire trip, including transport. The
specified number of nights do not necessarily correspond to
a predetermined number of full days. If, owing to the sche-
dules imposed by the various means of transport, the first
and last days happen to be curtailed by a late arrival or a
morning departure, no refunds will be provided. The duration
of the voyage is calculated as of the day the trip begins to the
day it returns. Meals on the first and last days are not included
unless otherwise indicated in the program, and will be at your
own expense. All services on the last day end with breakfast.
Some meals may be provided by the airline. The classification
and category of the hotels and ships (not including the fleet

of CroisiEurope) are provided by the local authorities in the
country according to their criteria, which may or may not
correspond to other norms. Any claim or complaint arising as
a result of the category of a hotel or ship will not give rise to
any refund.

7. FORM of PAYMENT: Visa, MasterCard, American Express,
personal checks, wire transfers, and Electronic Funds Transfer
are all acceptable forms of payments. All payments made by
check should be made payable to CroisiEurope America
Corp. We are unable to accept checks within 30 days of
departure. Please make wire transfer payments to the fol-
lowing account:

8. PAYMENT AND BOOKING CONDITIONS: A deposit 25% is
due within 4 days after confirmation if you pay credit card,
bank transfer, or personal check. If you pay by credit card, you
must sign an authorization form. If paying by wire transfer, the
transfer must be received within 8 days after confirmation.
Final payment is due at least 90 days prior to departure.
Vouchers will be sent by email at 30 days prior to departure
and only when full payment has been made. You are consi-
dered confirmed when we receive your deposit of 25% of
the price of the cruise, or, if you are confirmed within 90
days before departure, you are confirmed when we receive
your full payment. Failure to pay the balance by the 90-day
deadline is a default that entitles us to cancel your agreement
and retain your deposit if you do not pay within eight days
after notice of nonpayment.

9. CHANGES REQUESTED BY YOU: All modifications to the
booking fifteen days prior to departure incur a charge of $75
per person (plus any postal or express charges). Such charge
is not refundable and is payable immediately by credit card or
bank transfer only (no payments by check will be accepted).
However, no modifications will be accepted fewer than four
days prior to departure. Such charges will also be payable in
the event of transfer of the booking to a third party. Any
change in the cruise date that you request is considered as a
cancellation and will be subject to cancellation charges. For
name transfers, we decline all liability as to acceptance or
refusal by our various suppliers, particularly the airlines. Note
that airlines have their own change fees.

The tariffs of the airlines are subject to specific terms and
conditions. Once the trip has started, no modifications are
permitted by the airline companies or by the ship owner, and
no refunds will be provided. The ship owner will not pay your
accommodation expenses of passengers if you are put
ashore in the course of the cruise or at the end of the cruise.

10. POSTAGE COSTS: Any costs such as guaranteed over-
night delivery, express delivery, etc. rendered necessary by
dint of a late booking, strikes by the postal services, or other
circumstances beyond our control will be billed to the travel
agency or to you.

11. CANCELLATION BY YOU: If you cancel, any refund of
amounts paid will be made after deduction of the cancella-
tion costs, per person, stipulated in the contract. All cancella-
tions must be in writing and the cancellation date will be
counted from the date on which we receive your written
notice of cancellation to the departure date to determine the
charge. Your decision not to participate on a trip due to State
Department warnings or advisories, fear of travel, or the like
will be deemed a cancellation.

In case of cancellation, the cancellation fees will be as follows:

Cruises, Volga River Cruises, all cruises outside of Europe, or
cruises otherwise not noted:

« More than 90 days before departure: $350 per person

« From 90 to 60 days before departure: 35% of the total price
of the package

« From 59 to 30 days before departure: 50% of the total price
price of the package

« Less than 29 days before departure: 100% of the total price
of the package

IMPORTANT: Prices that include air transportation are subject
to the general and special terms and conditions of cancella-
tion of the airlines. In the event of cancellation of one or
Finally, note that Some costs are non-refundable, including
insurance fees, booking fees, visa fees and any other cancel-
lation fees charged by our suppliers. If one of the passengers
in a double room or cabin cancels his booking, the remaining
passenger must pay the single cabin supplement.

12. REFUNDS: No refund will be provided if you fail to arrive at
the time and place mentioned in the travel instructions sent to
you (@ no-show) for any reason, including failure to have the
legal documentation or health documents required for your
trip voyage (passports, visas, identity card, vaccination certifi-
cate, etc), or a delay of air, rail or land services. vaccination
certificate, etc), or a delay of air, rail or land services.

13. DISCOUNTS FOR CHILDREN: For children under 2 years
of age, meals and accommodation are provided free of
charge. Children over 2 years of age are required, by law, to
have their own berth. Children over 2 and under 10 years of
age will receive: (@) a 20% reduction on the price of the cruise
excluding taxes, supplements and administrative costs, exclu-
ding exotic river cruises (Mekong, Volga etc) trips; (b) a 30%
discount on the triple cabin cruise price, excluding flights,
excluding taxes, supplements, visa and file fees, except for the
Volga cruise. For exotic river cruises, children under 7 years
old are not accepted for safety reasons.

14. TRIPLE CABIN REDUCTION: A 30% reduction on the
all-inclusive cruise price will be provided for to the 3 occu-
pant in a triple cabin excluding taxes, supplements and admi-
nistrative costs. This discount does not apply to exotic river
cruises. For Volga cruises a reduction of 25% on the cruise
package will be provided to the 3@ and 4" occupants of the
triple and quadruple cabins. Flights, duty-free, supplements,
visa and filing fees are not included.

15. DISCOUNT WEDDING ANNIVERSARY: On river cruises
form CroisiEurope from 3 to 13 days, one spouse receives a
discount on the cruise corresponding to each 10 years of
marriage. Ex: 10, 20, 30.. years of marriage = 10, 20, 30% ... off.
The discount is only valid for wedding anniversaries in 2023
and applicable upon presentation of the marriage certificate
or family register. This discount is only valid on the cruise fare,
excluding surcharges and delivery costs. The discount is not
retroactive or reimbursable and cannot be combined with
any other offer. These reductions do not apply to sea and
coastal cruises nor to cruises on the Volga, Mekong,
Ganges, Nile and in Southern Africa.

16. CRUISE FLEXIBILITY: For your comfort and peace of
mind when planning a cruise, we offer Cruise Flexibility. This
optional program, of which the cost is detailed below, is
non-refundable and non-cancellable, can only be used once
per trip, and must be purchased by all the persons included
in the booking. With Cruise Flexibility you can change the
date and destination, under the following conditions:

« CroisiEurope river cruises (excl. cruises with a duration of less
than 3 days/2 nights as well as day services): $ 179 incl. tax/ per-
son, change of date is possible up to 30 days before departure

« CroisiEurope maritime and coastal cruises: $ 268 incl. tax/per-
son, change of date is possible up to 30 days before departure

« CroisiEurope cruises on the Volga, Mekong, Ganges, Nile and
in Southern Africa: $ 358 incl. tax/person, change of date is
possible up to 45 days before departure

Cruise Flexibility is subject to the following conditions:
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The change of date must be made once Cruise Flexibility has
been requested. The change of date and destination must
take place on the same cruise as initially selected. The appli-
cation of the Cruise Flexibility results in the cancellation of the
cruise initially reserved and the establishment of a new
booking which will be subject to the terms and conditions of
sale effective on the date of the new booking.

Cruise Flexibility is independent of the optional Europ
Assistance insurance, which we strongly suggest you to
purchase and for which you will find the conditions in the
corresponding paragraph.

Cruise Flexibility is applicable only on the cruise, therefore
excluding transport (except if a flight chartered by
CroisiEurope) and excluding related services. Changes to pre-
and post-routing will therefore be subject to the conditions
and possible costs of the corresponding suppliers, which will
remain at customer’s expense.

Cruise Flexibility becomes effective once the balance of the
initial contract has been paid. The change of date must be
within the same calendar vyear, it will not be possible to pur-
chase a new Cruise Flexibility on the new booking which led
to the implementation of the initial Cruise Flexibility.

The price difference for the new date chosen will be applied
to your new booking. If it is in your favour, a credit will be
issued to you which you can use on all cruises during the
current calendar year.

17. INDIVIDUAL CABIN: The number of individual cabins
cannot exceed 12, except for the exotic river cruises.

18. FOREIGN ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: You must meet the
immigration and customs formalities in force at the time
the voyage takes place, including any necessary tourist
and transit visas andy health certificates, for all countries
through which the cruise itinerary passes. You must have
a passport valid for at least six months following disem-
barkation and necessary visas when boarding. Guests are
advised to check with their travel agent, the State
Department at www.travelstategov or, for Canadians, go
to https://travel.gc.ca/travelling/advisories to determine
which documents they must obtain. If you are not per-
mitted to board a flight or find yourself denied entry into a
country, owing to your failure to present documents
required by the authorities, you may not claim a refund of
any kind. If incorrect documents are obtained, you may
not be able to participate in particular shore excursions
and may be denied boarding and/ or entry into certain
countries. In the event of noncompliance, all costs incur-
red are yours alone. Commercial Visa services are avai-
lable to assist with visas to Russia and certain Asian coun-
tries, including Vietnam and Cambodia. You are also
required to provide us with any information necessary to
enable us to satisfy our own security obligations. In situa-
tions where we arrange entry documents for you, we do
so on the basis of the information that you supply. We
cannot be held liable under any circumstances if any infor-
mation provided proves to be erroneous.

NB: Between publication of this brochure and the date of
departure, certain requirements may change. Indeed, the
regulations of the different countries change frequently wit-
hout notice. They are given in the brochure only as a guide,
and it remains your responsibility to be informed of the
necessary steps at the time of your trip. We cannot be held
responsible for the failure to observe the formalities or for
fines resulting from the failure to observe the customs or
health regulations of the countries visited.

Due to airline security measures, your passport name must
match your airline ticket name or you may be denied
boarding.

For certain cruises currently including Seville, Venice,
Dubrovnik (sea port harbors), and Danube cruises, we require
full details of passport information to comply with require-
ments of customs authorities.

19. MINORS: Reservations from minors will not be accepted
but must be made by the parents or other adults of more
than 21 years of age with the necessary authorizations.
Minors are not permitted to travel on board unaccompanied.
They must be accompanied by parents or adults of more
than 21 years of age. No alcoholic beverages shall be served
to minors on board. Proof of the customer’s age may be
requested by the ship’s personnel.

20. MEDICAL CONTRAINDICATIONS: You must be medical-
ly, physically and psychologically fit to undertake a trip wit-
hout endangering your life or the life of others. No medical
services are offered aboard our ships.



If you have a physical or mental incapacity, limited capacity of
mobility, an illness requiring treatment or medical care, or if
you are pregnant, you should inform the travel agent at the
time of booking. No reservation can be accepted if your phy-
sical or mental condition is likely to render your participation
in the cruise or on the vacation impossible or dangerous for
yourself or others, or if you require forms of care or assistance
impossible to provide aboard ship. Some suppliers (hoteliers,
airlines and cruise companies, etc) may require a medical
certificate confirming that you are fit to travel, or you may
refuse to accept the booking if they feel that they will be
unable to provide assistance or treatment deemed necessary
for your health and well-being.

All personal accidents, diversions or forced stopover costs dis-
rupting the course of the cruise are your financial responsibility,
if it is determined that you concealed your unfitness to travel.

We recommend the wearing of footwear suitable for life
aboard and for excursions with non-slip soles. Some vaccina-
tions, although not mandatory, may be recommended by
health authorities.

21. DISABLED GUESTS: You must report any disability requi-
ring special assistance while on a CroisiEurope itinerary to
CroisiEurope at the time the reservation is made. All vessels
and motor coaches are equipped to comply with European
standards. Most transportation services, including the vessels
and motor coaches, are not equipped with elevators or wheel-
chair ramps. Only our 3-deck ships have elevators (which can-
not service the sun deck). CroisiEurope will make reasonable
attempts to accommodate the special needs of disabled trave-
lers, but is not responsible in the event it is unable to do so nor
is it responsible for any denial of services by vessel operators,
air carriers, hotels, restaurants or other independent suppliers.
We regret that we cannot provide individual assistance to a
vacation participant for walking, dining, getting on and off ves-
sels, motor coaches and other vehicles, or other personal
needs. A qualified and physically able companion must accom-
pany travelers who need such assistance and must assume full
responsibility for their well-being.

22. DENIED BOARDING AND PREMATURE DISEMBAR-
KATION: Boarding may be denied or your cruise may be
curtailed (at your risk and cost) when, in the opinion of the
ship's captain or the senior officer on board, you are not fit to
travel, for administrative or other legitimate reasons, or if you
disrupt or endanger other passengers. You may be put
ashore in any port of call whatsoever without the ship owner’s
liability being invoked. The river cruise operator may not be
required to reimburse the days of the cruise not completed or
to cover any costs occasioned by being thus put ashore.

23. COMPLIANCE WITH THE TIMING OF STOPOVERS: On
stopovers, the latest time for returning to the ship and depar-
ture of the ship are announced and posted aboard as stipu-
lated by the senior officer on board. You are required to abide
by such times. The company declines all liability in the event
of failure to board at the appointed time, and no refund or
compensation will be provided.

24. SHORE EXCURSIONS: The itineraries of the excursions
defined in the programs are given only as a rough guide and
may be subject to variations owing to external circumstances
(eg. meteorological conditions, strikes, transports delays, clo-
sure of sites by the local authorities, etc) or owing to local
service providers. Some of the places visited are subject to
high levels of security (the Kremlin for example). The authori-
ties in any country may therefore close any place and prohibit
visits without notice. We cannot be held responsible for the
unexpected closure of any intended site, and we will always
do our best to arrange an alternative visit in such instances. In
the event of cancellation of an excursion, we will try to offer
replacement tours. In the event of cancellation, the excursion
price will be refunded. No additional compensation may be
claimed in such circumstances.

A minimum number of guests may be required to operate an
excursion. If that number is not reached, the excursion may
be cancelled or an additional charge may be assessed.

For the exotic river cruises, the excursions that are booked
locally are organized by local companies independent of
CroisiEurope. Even if they are proposed by our local represen-
tatives, as an extra service to passengers, they are bought
freely on the spot and do not form a component part of the
holiday booked through CroisiEurope. All descriptions and
tariffs shown are for guidance purposes only.

Any dispute, accident or incident in the delivery of these ser-
vices must be solved on the spot with the company
concerned and are not the responsibility of CroisiEurope or
the travel agency from which the trip was booked.

25. PERSONAL ITEMS/LUGGAGE: Animals, hazardous
objects and products, such as illegal substances, firearms,
weapons and knives, explosives, oxygen, compressed air or
inflammable products, etc. are strictly prohibited on board.
The ship owner reserves the right to deny boarding if you are
in possession of such items. You will be responsible for all
damage suffered by the ship owner owing to the failure
to abide by the aforementioned obligations.

Security of luggage and of personal belongings is your res-
ponsibility. We cannot, in any way, be held responsible for lost
items. Forgetting luggage on board may result in the char-
ging of any additional costs incurred in recovering it. We
advise you to take out luggage insurance. In the event of loss,
late delivery or damage to luggage in the context of air trans-
fers, it is the passenger’s responsibility to fill in the luggage
complaint form at the airport with the airline.

26. VALUABLE ITEMS: We are not responsible for loss of or
damage to valuable items, money, financial documents,
jewelry, and personal property. We request you not to leave
valuable items unattended. Furthermore, we advise you not
to leave in the luggage you entrust to carriers any valuable
items, keys or identity papers, or medicinal products essential
to your health. We cannot be held responsible in the event of
damage to and loss or theft of personal effects.

27. COMPLAINTS: If there are problems during the trip,
please contact your attendant or purser immediately to find
a solution. All complaints must be forwarded to us within 10
days of disembarkation, in writing. Our response time varies
from 1 to 3 months depending on the time necessary to
follow up with staff, hotels or service providers necessary for
any claim.

28. PURCHASES: All purchases made from local vendors are
the sole responsibility of customers. Please do not purchase
counterfeit items.

29. CANCELLATION OF CRUISES BY CROISIEUROPE:
CroisiEurope reserves the right to cancel cruises for circums-
tances of force majeure, recurrent climatic or natural events
(high and low water, cyclones, etc) or circumstances which
may render it impossible to enjoy certain service provisions
for reasons relating to passenger safety, at any time prior to
departure or during the cruise. CroisiEurope will, insofar as
this is possible, offer a replacement cruise of equivalent value.
You may take advantage of such replacement cruise or else
receive a refund under the terms set out in these conditions.
If you accept the replacement cruise, no reimbursement or
payment of compensation will take place. CroisiEurope
reserves the right to cancel a cruise without liability up to 21
days prior to departure in the event of insufficient bookings.
CroisiEurope America Corp may, in the event of unforeseen
circumstances making reimbursement impossible, hold
passenger refunds as a Future Cruise Credit (FCO), valid for up
to 18 months from the date of cancelation. Certain items,
including insurance, pre and post stays, airfare, and other
non-cruise portions of your vacation may be non-refundable.
All insurance is non-refundable.

30. CHANGES TO PROGRAMS, ITINERARIES AND TIME-
TABLES: In the event of a strike, bad weather conditions
endangering the operation of the vessel or extraordinary
circumstances, CroisiEurope may at times and without
notice, advance or delay a departure or a stopover or, if
need be, change ports of call. We are not responsible in the
event of earlier or later departure or arrival, modification or
substitution of ports of call. CroisiEurope may not be held
responsible for any failure to adhere to the arrival and
departure times given in this brochure, regardless of the
port of call.

The captain is the sole master on board and may decide at
any time to divert the ship or cancel a port of call. The captain
may cancel the cruise or modify the itinerary of the cruise if
he judges it appropriate to the interests of passengers and
the safety of the vessel. If the cruise is interrupted for reasons
of force majeure, we will provide a refund for the days of the
cruise affected but will have no further liability.

Possible unforeseen circumstances (civil or religious festivals,
political demonstrations, strikes, breakdowns, traffic jams,
changes by government authorities, or other legitimate rea-
son) may bring about maodifications to visits or excursions for
which CroisiEurope is not responsible. Some destinations are
subject to particular meteorological and climatic conditions.
Some ports of call may be reversed, curtailed or cancelled,
particularly for the reasons stated above. In the event of can-
cellation, shore excursions will be reimbursed. No other com-
pensation will be payable.
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31. CHANGE IN CABIN CATEGORY OR NUMBER BY THE
SHIPOWNER: For technical or operational reasons, river
companies or ship-owners may allot a cabin other than the
one in your confirmation without liability other than the
refund of the difference in price if a change to a lower cate-
gory cabin is necessary.

32. TRANSPORTATION DELAYS: The considerable increase
in air and rail traffic, events beyond our control (strikes, tech-
nical incidents, meteorology, etc) and safety imperatives
mean that charter and regular airline companies and railway
companies are not always able to respect their schedules.
Delays, both on departure and on return, are possible and are
beyond the control of the carrier, the tour operator and the
travel agency, and we have no liability for such delays.
Therefore, allow a reasonable period of time, particularly for
the return flight, in the event of connecting flights or impor-
tant appointments.

If you are traveling to or from the cruise by you own means,
we recommend that you book tickets which can be changed
or refunded. Airline companies strongly recommend online
check-in the day before the flight (outward and return).

33. RESPONSIBILITY OF CROISIEUROPE: CroisiEurope
America Corp, a Florida corporation, acts only as agent for the
cruise line, Alsace Croisieres, SA, a French company doing
business as CroisiEurope. In its capacity as organizer of
cruises, both as owner and charterer, the responsibility of
CroisiEurope is limited to issues pertaining to the ship’s crew
and to the ship. We are not responsible for any damage suffe-
red by passengers on dry land, such as injuries, accidents,
loss, irregularities, delays, lack of means of transport, etc.
imputable to external companies such as airline companies,
hotels, reception agencies, restaurateurs, suppliers, etc. Non-
cruise service such as land transportation, accommodation,
and transfers reserved in addition to the cruise do not fall
under our responsibility. We have no special knowledge
regarding the financial condition of travel suppliers, unsafe
conditions, health hazards, weather hazards, or climate extre-
mes at locations to which you may travel. For information
concerning possible dangers at destinations, we recommend
contacting the US. State Department at (202) 647-5225 or go
to wwwiravelstategov, click on «Find International travel
Information, then click on Country Information”, and fill in the
name of the destination country. For medical information, we
recommend contacting the Centers for Disease Control at

You hereby release us and our affiliates from any and all claims
for loss or damage to baggage or property or from personal
injuries or death, or from loss delay, arising out of the acts,
omissions or negligence of any independent contractors, such
as air carriers, hotels, shore excursion operators, restaurateurs,
transportation providers, medical personnel or other providers
of services or facilities. All arrangements made for guests with
independent contractors, including medical services, are made
solely for convenience to participant and are done at the parti-
cipant’s own risk. Medical personnel are independent contrac-
tors. We are not responsible for damages for emotional distress,
mental suffering or psychological injury or any kind, except to
the extent prohibited by 46 US.C §183c(b), which applies only

to cruises to or from points in the United States. Tickets, vou-
chers and any other travel documents are subject to all terms
and conditions of the respective suppliers (some of which may
limit suppliers’ liability).

We are entitled to any and all liability limitations, immunities
and rights applicable to them or any of them under the
Strasbourg convention on the limitation of Liability of
Owners of Inland Navigation Vessels (CLND, with protocols
and amendments, together with the further provisions of
the International Convention of Limitation of Liability for
Maritime Claims, 1976, with revisions and amendments
(hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Convention”). We
are also entitled to any and all exemptions from liability, lia-
bility limitations, immunities and rights applicable under the
1976 Athens Convention as amended, which limits the car-
rier's liability for death of or personal injury to a passenger
to no more than 46666 special drawing rights as defined
therein (@approximately US$70,000 which fluctuates depen-
ding upon a daily exchange rate as printed in the Wall Street
Journal) and the laws of the United States including Title 46
US Code Sections 30501- 30509 and 30511, if and as appli-
cable, and by those other and further limitations of liability
set forth in the statutory and general maritime law of the
United States , including Title 46 US Code Section 181-186,
188, as well as any other applicable nation's laws limiting lia-
bility. We are entitled to claim the benefit of whichever law,
regulation, treaty or doctrine provides the greatest legal
protections to us.

34. REPATRIATION ASSISTANCE: Medical repatriation and
assistance is included free of charge in all our cruises and
trips. For further information, please inquire. NOTE: This does
not cover hospital or other medical costs incurred.

35. TRAVEL AGENT: All travel agents are solely your agents
for purposes of the Passenger Ticket Contract and all other
documents concerning the river or ocean cruise and any
related arrangements made by the travel agent for any other
or related travel, lodging, excursions, tours or facilities of any
nature, neither we nor the operator or carrier of the river or

These terms and the rights and
obligations of the parties and any legal action concerning their
interpretation, enforcement, or claimed breach of term, obliga-
tion or duty as contained or related to these provisions or ari-
sing from the terms and conditions shall be interpreted,
construed and governed by the laws of the State of Florida, and
any such claims shall be litigated, if at all before a court of com-
petent jurisdiction in the courts of the county of Palm Beach,
Florida USA, to the exclusion of any other courts in other
country, state, county, city or municipality or locale. You agree
to consent to jurisdiction and waive any objection that may be
available to any such action or proceedings being brought in
such courts. You and we waive the right to trial by jury.
